ÅGreatest Asset is Knowledge

Å Several high -growth industries/economy drivers: 
Biomedical, Research, Professional Services, 
Logistics

Å High research capacity: UF awarded more than $560 
million in research awards; doubled since 1999

Å Center of knowledge formation: around 150 patents 
awarded in region each year; 50% in Life Science

Å Strong commercialization and start -up activity: $52 
million in licensing income at UF (tripled since 
1999); 9 start -ups in 2007 alone
