INTRODUCTION TO MUSIC EDUCATION

Course Description/Objectives
The purpose of this course is to provide students with an introduction to the music education profession.  Topics to be covered will include the process of becoming a music instructor, tools of teaching, levels of instruction, performing ensembles, multiculturalism, diverse learning styles, classroom management, technology, and career opportunities.  

Materials
The textbook for the course is the 2nd edition of Charles Hoffer’s Introduction to Music Education (Long Grove, IL: Waveland Press, 1993).

Attendance Policy 
Two unexcused absences are allowed during the semester.  With each additional unexcused absence, one point will be deducted from the final grade.
